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	The construction phase of this 90,000 square foot complex commenced in early Summer 2004 and was completed on schedule for occupancy by the School of Music in January 2007.  A formal dedication followed in April 2007. 
The facility is located directly south of the E.O. Bull Center, at the west end of M lot.  Essential features of the design include a curving façade, an interior courtyard, an academic wing, an art gallery, an auditorium and rehearsal hall, “service” activities grouped behind the stage house close to the loading dock, an auditorium for 375 patrons, and a stage-house which will support a range of functions.
