Infreduction

Montgomery County Community College (MCCC) and West Chester University {WCU)
agree to enter info this Articulation Agreement to facilitate the seamless fransfer of
MCCC students who have earned or will soon eam the Associate of Applied Science in
Nursing {AASN) degree. The purpose of this agreement is fo provide seamless pathways
for MCCC AASN students who meet the requirements as stated in this agreement to
have the option to transfer into the fraditional RN-BSN degree program or the
concurrent RN-BSN degree program at WCU.  This agreement also outlines the
requirements for the continued pathway opportunity for MCCC students who
successfully complete the BSN program at WCU to transfer seamlessly into WCU)'s
Master of Science in Nursing degree program.  In addition, the parameters designed

for transfer student success are outlined for admissions and financial aid.

Qualifying students will be guaranteed admissions info the Traditional RN-BSN and MSN
program pathways at WCU provided that the student meefs ali University degree,
major, and GPA requirements. Admissions into the Concurrent Enrolilment RN-BSN
program pathway will be determined by WCU provided that the student meets all

University degree, major, and GPA requirements.
RN to BSN Pathways Requirements

Traditional RN-BSN Pathwaqys
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This pathway is designed for MCCC AASN students with an earned Associate
degree in Nursing and an active RN License no Iater than the beginning of their
second semester at WCU. The RN-BSN program is available both for full time or

part time study.

Traditional RN-BSN Pathway Requirements

« An eamed Associate of Applied Science in Nursing with a cumulative GPA
of 2.75 GPA consistent with admission requirements for WCU RN-BSN
degree program.

« Successful completion of MCCC's MAT 131 Statistics courses with a grade
of “C" or better as part of their AASN program af MCCC. This will sartisfy
WCU's required Math 121 {Infroduction fo Statistics i) requirement.

«  Submit their admissions application no iater than 3 months prior fo the start
of their intended semester of enroliment to be considered for guaranteed
admissions. Affer that date, admissions into the program will be
determined on a space available basis.

= MCCC AASN graduates must apply within 2 years of their AASN
degree conferal.

» Upon matriculation ot WCU, if student has not yet obtained an active RN
License, they must do so by the beginning of their second semester at
WCU in order to continue in the program. Furthermore, students must have
an active RN license to graduate from WCU's BSN degree program.

Concurrent Envolimeni RN-BSN Pathway

« This accelerated pathway is designed for MCCC AASN students to
concurmrently enroll into the RN-BSN program at WCU while simultaneously
completing their AASN at MCCC. Once accepfed into the WCU/MCCC
concutrent program, students may enroll part fime or full time but may not
take mors than 18 combined credits between MCCC/WCU in one

academic semester.

Concurrent Enroliment RN-BSN Pathiway Reguirements
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. Cumrent enrollment at MCCC In good academic standing in MCCC's
Associate of Applied Science in Nursing program.

o Have a cumulative GPA of 2.75 consistent with admission requirements
for WCU's RN-BSN degree program.

« Meet all WCU RN-BSN Prerequisites to include the following MCCC
equivalencies: ENG 101 and 102 prior to concumrent enroliment, and
MAT 131 prior to enroliment in NSG 313. These MCCC equivalencies
satisfy WCU's WRT 120 (Effective Writing 1}, WRT 200 (Critical Writing and
Research), and MAT 121 {Infroduction to Stafistics i) requirements.

« Formally apply fo WCU for Admission into the concurrent AASN-RN/BSN
option 3 manths prior to the start of their intended semester of
enrollment to be considered for this pathway. The application must
include recommendation from MCCC Nursing department in order to
be considered for admission. Admission to this program is not
guaranteed and WCU will independently make all admission
decisions/offers to students.

e Comply with all MCCC and WCU Policies and remain in good
academic and financial standing with both MCCC and WCU at all
times to include all associated deadiines and tuifion and fee
payments.

« Students must sign a WCU FERPA release agreeing to share WCU
records with MCCC.

» Student is responsible for submitting an official copy of their MCCC
transcript when their AASN has been conferred.

« Financial Aid eligible MCCC students in the concurrent RN to BSN
program will utilize the Financial Ald Consortium Agreement
(Addendum A).

« The WCU Nursing Program Counselor is responsible for registering
students for all WCU courses until the AASN has been obtained.

students will be responsible for all associated tuition and fees of both

institutions.
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« If for any reason, the student is unable fo satisfactorily progress in the
concumrent AASN-RN/BSN coursework, the terms of Concurrent
Enroliment of this agreement will no longer apply to that student and
they will be eligible to be re-activated in WCU's RN-BSN program once
the student Is in good academic standing at MCCC and WCU.

« Similarly, if a student no longer wishes fo confinue in the concurrent
AASN-RN/BSN coursework, the concurrent enrolliment terms of this
agreement will no longer apply to that student and they may be
eligible for the traditional RN-BSN Pathways terms of this agreement,
Advising support will be provided by WCU if the student wishes to
transfer to another major at WCU.

General Admissions for all Pathways

+ Students must complete the WCU admissions application process and submit all
required materials.

« Students who earned college-level credits via prior learning methods such as AP
(Advanced Placement), CLEP [College Level Examination Program}, 1B

~ {international Baccalaureate Programy), and DSST [DANTES {Defense Activity for
Non-Traditional Education Support] Subject Standardized Tests) are not required
to submit an official franscript to WCU, if the credits are posted to MCCC's
official transcript. Any addifional credits that were completed while matriculated
at another post-secondary institution will require an official transcript submitted
to the Office of the Registrar for review.

« Students are responsible for ensuring an official copy of their final MCCC
transcript is sent to the Office of the Registrar at WCU when their associate
degree has been owarded in order for the academic passport to be applied.

« WCU does not ask for criminal history information on the application for
admission. However, certain criminal conduct may prohibit students from
obtaining campus housing. Any student with a conduct sanction imposed by
MCCC [or any other institution of higher education) is not guaranteed admission.
Instead. admission is subject to the University's policy. Additionally, some criminal

and non-criminal criminal conduct may render students ineligible for professional
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licensure, to complete certain degrees, and/or prohibit them from becoming

employed in certain professional fieids.

Admissions Application Fee Waiver

« Students who participate in the Traditional and Concurrent Enroliment RN-BSN

pathways will have their admission application fee waived.
Evaluation of Undergraduate Credits for the RN to BSN Pathways:

» MCCC's Associate of Applied Science in Nursing degree will transfer in its entirety
towards WCU's Bachelor of Science in Nursing Program. The Bachelor of Science
in Nursing degree at WCU requires the completion of 120 college credits. Per
WCU's dcddemic residency requirements, students may transfer up to 90
college-level credits and 30 of the last 60 credits must be taken at WCU,
Students must complete WCU's RN-BSN core nuising Courses as part of their

minimum of 30 of the last 60 credits in order to meet the major reguirements of a

baccolaureate degree.

« Students who have earned an Associate of Applied Science degree at MCCC
will be awarded Academic Passport and their general education requirernents
will be automatically satisfied with the exception of a 3-credit Diverse
Communities requirement. This exceplion does not exfend the student’s time or

number of credits to complete their degree at WCU {120 credits).

e For MCCC courses to transfer to WCU, a minimum grade of D must be earned.
Courses with *D" grade will not fulfil major requirements. To further clarify. a
course with a "D" grade will transfer and be applied foward graduation
requirements, but the “D" grade will not fuifill major requirements. Grades
received In courses taken at ofher institutions are not calculated in the WCU
cumulative grade point average, only the credits are transferred. Students must
also meet all minimum grade requirements in courses that they want to transfer

toward their major and/or minor requirements.

o Courses with a CR (credit by exam) grade will not fransfer to WCU.
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MCCC students Who submit thejr application to the Traditional RN-BSN or
Concumrent Enroliment RN-BsN programs and maintain Communications
throughout the onboarding of qij students,

* Prior to Matricuiation gt WCU, MCce students Participating in the Traditional RN-
BSN program or Concurrent Enroliment program pathways will hear from their
WCu Nursing Program Counselor ang Nursing Program birector to provide

loans, Al MCCC students who transfer to WCU will have the Opportunity to be
reviewed for need-based qijd regardiess of Participating in the traditionat or
concument RN to BSN pathway programs.

Joint Responsibilities for Maintenance of this Agreement

«  WCU and MCCC will develop a process and requisite communications and
affirmation strategies to identify MCCC AASN students who are newly admitted
or curently enrolled to receive joint communications in support of the traditional
RN to BSN pathways, Concurrent Enroliment RN fo BSN pathway, and MSN
pathways,

* WCU and MCCC will develop and maintain joint recruitment and marketing
plans in support of this Agreement.

* WCU and MCCC will contfinue to update and maintain curricuiar and course
equivalency information for the pathways to include terms and conditions for
each regarding Transfer Credit Permission Forms. A current WCU and MCCC
Curmriculum Advising Sheet (Educational Plan) will be kept on file in WCU's
Financial Aid Office as required for the Financial Aid Consortium Agreement.
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WCU and MCCC will coordinate wWCu information and advising via in person
and virtual events to provide academic advising, admission, financial aid, and
billing advising, and career services,

MCCC must provide written notification to WCU of any curricular modifications
or changes to thejr Applied Associate of Science in Nursing or related MCCC
cumiculum changes. WCU will review and determine if said changes or
modifications necessitate an amendment to this agreement,

WCU will inform MccC of any cumicular changes and students who affirmed

This agreement will be reviewed and revised gs necessary. All revisions must be
approved in writing by each institution's official signatories, with the same
formality as the original Agreement.

This agreement shall not exceed a total term of five (5) years beginning from the
date of the last required signature on the Agreement. After the five {5} year term,
the parties mMay agree to enter into a new Agreement.

The terms of the Agreement shall remain in effect unless it is terminated by either
party. Any party may terminate the agreement with or without cause with 120
days written advance notice to the other party. If this Agreement is ferminated

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Addendum A
Financial Aid Consortium Agreement
between
Montgomery County Community College
and
West Chester University of Pennsylvania for
the Associate of Applied Science in Nursing and the Bachelor of Sclence in Nursing

Montgomery County Community College ("MCCC”) and West Chester University of
Pennsylvania (“WCU") enter into this Financial Aid Consortium Agreement ("Agreement”) as of
the date of the last signature below. This is a blanket financial-aid consortium agreement
applicable to students enrolled in the Associate of Applied Science in Nursing and Bachelor of
Science in Nursing program ("Program”), a concurrent enrollment program between MCCC and
WCU. This agreement will be in effect at the beginning of the fall semester of the 2023-2024
academic year. As a blanket agreement, individual consortium agreements between these
institutions of higher education will not be necessary for individual students wishing to benefit by

the terms of this agreement.

For the purposes of this agreement and in accordance with 34 CFR§668.5, MCCC and WCU
agree that:

1. The "home" school is WCLU, the institution where the student will receive his or her Bachelor
of Science in Nursing degree. : SV

2. The "host" school is MCCC where the student enrolls in a course or courses that are
applicable to the student's eligible program of study at the home school. Coursework taken
at a host school will count towards a student's financial aid enrollment status for all federal
and state aid programs at the home school, provided that the coursework at the host school
is applicable to WCU Bachelor of Science in Nursing degree.

3. The current Educational Plan developed for the program will be kept on file at WCU'’s
Financial Aid Office,

4. The student will follow the educational plan developed for the program.
5. For purposes of financial aid calculations, a student's cost of attendance (COA) will include
tuition, fees, on-campus room and board, and other allowable charges incurred for specific

terms of enrollment at each institution. Off campus room and board, transportation, and
miscellaneous/personal costs will be based on WCU's COA budget.

6. Procedures for calculating awards, disbursing aid, monitoring satisfactory progress and other
eligibility requirements, keeping records, and returning funds_ when the student withdraws,
